If the child cannot be present on Distribution Day, the parent or guardian may receive a 
maximum of six coats. The parent or guardian MUST bring proof of birth and proof of need for 
each child not present. Accepted proof of need: government issued ID card, birth certificate, 
CHIP card, school ID with picture, or medical/immunization record.
